Semesters One through Four Dual Degree English Planner

The following list, with suggestions, is designed as a supplement to the Neag semester-by-semester sample sequence for students planning to pursue a dual degree with CLAS-English and Neag Secondary Ed English.

This is an outline of courses and categories that should be completed by semester 4. Between semesters 1-4 if students take 19 academic courses, assuming the standard 4 in first semester and then 5 classes in semesters 2-4 

1. ENGL 1007 (semester 1) 
2. STAT 1000Q or 1100Q
3. EPSY 3010 (complete prior to semester 5, PSYC 1100 is a prerequisite)
4. TOI-1
5. TOI-2*: ENGL 2100
6. TOI-3: Select a Neag approved American Lit that overlaps with Antiracism, Globality, and Embodiment (AGE) English core & is cross listed with another department (for the TOI distribution requirement). From AGE Group 1: 2214, 3212, 3213, 3215, 3217, 3220W.  From AGE Group 2; 2274W. All of these courses also overlap with TOI-2 satisfying the TOI focus area requirement. If AGE group 2 is selected for the International Lit course, then the American Lit must be from AGE group 1
7. TOI-3 (2nd course required for CLAS).
8. TOI-4 (ENGL 2635E will overlap with the Neag Genre requirement)
9. HIST 1501 or 1502 (TOI-5)
10. TOI-5 (2nd course required for CLAS)
11. PSYC 1100 (TOI-6)
12. Lab (TOI-6, must be 3 or 4 credits)
13. 2nd Q
14. 3rd Q if not overlapped with Lab course 
15. ENGL 2600 for dual degree 
16. Genre (unless overlapped with TOI-4)
17. Genre 
18. International Literature: Select a Neag approved International Lit that overlaps with Antiracism, Globality and Embodiment (AGE) English core. If AGE group 2 is selected for the American Lit course, then the International Lit must be from AGE group 1. Multiple International Lit courses overlap with TOI 2 & 3 (AGE group 1: 2301W, 2305; AGE group 2: 3120, 3122, 3629)
19. Language courses: CLAS requires through Intermediate level 4 if not satisfied in H.S. Plan to double dip other requirements, i.e. lab/Q, TOIs, to create space to complete these requirements. 

* ENGL 2201 will be taken in semester 6, this course will apply toward TOI 2 and will apply to TOI 2 as the focus area if the TOI 2/3 American Lit recommendation is followed. 

The Six Different Subject Area Distribution for Topics of Inquiry
1. PSYC
2. HIST

5. Cross-listed with English for American Lit /AGE
6. Select a non-English course for TOI 1, 3, 4 or 5 

CLAS Skill Areas: Courses must be completed in two of the three CLAS skill areas for a total of 6 credits. This coursework must come from at least two different subject codes and may also be used to meet other degree requirements.
1. ENGL 3010W is proposed for Communication and Dialogue
